Muinaisen Saimaan rantatérmédn paalla on n. 3000 eKr. ajoittuvan asumuksen
pohja. Asumuksen keskipermanto on kaivettu maahan n. puolen metrin syvyy-
teen. Aikojen kuluessa ovat rakenteet sortuneet ja jdljelle on jadnyt laakea
soikiomainen painanne. Taman kaltaisia kivikautisia taloja tunnetaan Suomessa
yli 3600.

Situated on a shore terrace Ancient Lake Saimaa is a hut floor dating from ca.
3000 BC. The central floor area was dug into the ground to a depth of roughly
half a metre. Over time, the structures collapsed, leading a shallow oval depres-
sion in the ground. Over 3,600 Stone Age houses of this kind are known from
Finland, varying in size from 50 square metres to almost 200 square metres.
