Apnsoner—of—wax camp had to be made in also Kerimiki, in order to place the Russian
prisoners-of-war. The camp was made on that side of the 1000 hectare wide Riitasensuo
which s closer to the village of Kuoppala. The first 100 prisoners-of-war came to Riitasensuo
as eacly as in the autumn of 1941 and they were placed in the house of Raateaho, which is
located near Riitasensuo.

As the number of prisoners-of-war grew, a normal prisoner-of-war camp had to be
made after all. By the order of the staff of home troops on July 1%, 1942, a special prisoner-
of-war camp was made on Riitasensuo for the escaped prisoners-of-war. The camp was
located on the fields of H by the side of Accommodation huts for
the prisoners and for the staff as well as other necessary buildings were built on the area.
The area was surrounded with a thick barbed-wire fence and the road leading to the camp
was barred and constantly guarded by sentries and guard dogs. In addition, the guarding
system consisted of four watchtowers, also guarded by sentries and guard dogs.

‘The largest single project of the prisoners-of-war was ditching and peat digging on
Riitasensuo, occupying 150-300 prisoners. Other jobs that the prisoners did were roadwork,
construction work at the camp, chopping firewood, heating and cleaning up as well as various
handiwork and the maintenance of tools and clothes. Some prisoners-of-war were sent to
work at local farmhouses and at the calcareous factory of Ruskealan Marmosi Ltd in Louhi.

At the most as many as 500 prisoners-of-war were at the camp. Normally, there were
about 300-400 prisoners-of-war and 100-200 members of the staff The day at the camp
started at 5 a.m. in summer and at 6 a.m. in winter. The prisoners went off to work at 6.30
am. in summer and at 7.30 am. in winter. Lunch took place at 11 a.m. and the prisoners
returned to the camp at 5 p.m. The prisoners went to bed at 10 p.m. in summer and at 9 p.m.
in winter.

98 prisoners have been buried in the mass grave of prisoners-of-war camp at Rittasensuo.
A search party and a firing squad shot 20 of them. The other 78 died of diseases caused by
heavy wotk, poor nutrition and cold. When the prisoner-of-war camp at Riitasensuo was
closed down by the order of the staff of home troops on October 25%, 1944, the prisoners-
of-war were sent back to the Soviet Union.
